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University will act as it deems appropriate to address this type of speech or 
behavior.  

3. Failure to comply with a reasonable directive by a presiding University official  such as 
but not limited to a Campus Safety officer
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campus must: 
1. Submit the approved event/speaker to the University Calendar at 

LUC.edu/calendar. 
2. Submit event/speaker information to University Marketing and Communication at 

umc@LUC.edu for consideration in Loyola’s internal communication channels, alumni 
magazine, and potential media coverage. 

3. Notify the Assistant Vice President for University Marketing and Communication, 
Office of the Dean of Students, Campus Safety, and Office of the Provost if the 
event/speaker may be controversial and could draw interest from the
